  Ensure to give all benefits of retirement to retiree on day of his/her 

retirement. 

 Ensure House allotment on merit to all and no house remain vacent 

more than 7 days in any circumstances. 

 To add reputed Private Hospitals also in medical facility for police 

personnel with cashless scheme. 

 Ensure tea, snacks, fruit for 4 hours, meal for 8 hours and so on for 

L&O duty provided with tent, chair, table, dari and Mobile Toilet for all 

male and female. 

 RED TAPEISM: Issue SO to fix timeline from 7days to maximum 30 

days for disposal of each service matter. 

 Issue SO to include all sports as per list of National games for timely 

5% promotion in Sports for Medal winners in State, All India Police 

Games and National level.  

 Issue SO to separate Investigation, Law & Order as well as Beat Duties 

with 8 hours duty and weekly rest to all.
