He was booked under Sec-
tions 363 and 376 of the IPC and
Sections 4 and 6 of the POCSO
Actin May last year. However,
the vietim was found to be an
adult during the trial and
Kumar was found guilty under
only Section 376.

The victim in her statement
said, on May 2, 2017, she had
gone to Burail village for shop-
ping with a friend. When she
reached there she met Kumar,
whom they knew.

She was forcibly taken to a
hotel and made to drink beer
and was repeatedly slapped by
Kumar after which she lost con-
sciousness.

Later, she was raped. After
sheregained consciousness, she
went home and informed her
family who took her to the
police. The police conducted her
medical examination, which
confirmed rape. HTC
