
complaints, the same has been sent to senior officers with the recommendations to send

these complaints to Women Police Station Sector-17, Chandigarh for further enquiry.

Decision :-

I have gone through the contents of RTI application, appeal of the

appellant, comments of CPIO/North-East vis-ir-vis material available on record which

revealed that at the time of disposing of the RTI application of the appellant, complaints

bearing ICIVS Nos. 2022-003154,2022-004678,2022-005682 and 2022-007345 filed by the

appellant were pending under enquiry with Police Station tMauli Jagran, hence, information

pertaining to these complaints (Points Nos.1 ,2,4 and 7 of RTI application) was rightly

denied by CPIO/North-East. lnformation sought as per point Nos. 3,5,6 and 8 of RTI

application was vague/ambiguous in nature and appellant was informed accordingly. lt is

also intimated by CPIO/North-East that at present, all these four complaints have been sent

to senior officers with the recommendations to seM these complaints to Women Police

Station Sector-17, Chandigarh for further enquiry.

As available information has already been provided by CPIO/North-East,

hence no more action is required to be taken on the instant appeal. Appellant is advised to

approach the CPIO concemed for seeking any information pertaining to all these

complaints.

With these observations, instant appeal stands disposed off accordingly

ln case, the appellant is not satisfied with the disposal of his appeal, he

can file second appeal before the Hon'ble ClC, CIC Bhawan, Baba Gangnath [Vlarg,

Munirka, New Delhi - 1 10067 under the RTI Act within 90 days.
